WHO SHouLD REPORT?

Any person having knowledge that a person or animal Is
suspected of having a notifiable condition. Health care providers,
hospitals, laboratories, schools and others are required to report
patients who are suspected of having a notifiable condition.

WHAT Do | REPORT?

The list of Notifiable Conditions is updated annually according to
Texas Administrative Code. Please go to the following website
for the latest list:

WHEN Do | REPORT?

Notifiable conditions should be reported as soon as they are
suspected. The list of Notifiable Conditions also contains
required reporting timeframes for each disease.

How Do | REPORT?

Diseases are reported through your local health department
or your Department of State Health Services Region.

Did you kno w...

e Reporting diseases early aids in detecting outbreaks and stops the spread of disease.
e Reporting notifiable conditions identifies risk factors that affect morbidity and mortality.
e Reporting notifiable conditions helps keep you, your family, and your community safe.
